ORDER

2. Duties of Plaintiffs’ Liaison Counsel: Plaintiffs’ Liaison Counsel shall have the

following responsibilities:

@) Communicate with the Court, on behalf of the Plaintiffs’ Executive Committee,
concerning scheduling and other administrative matters;

(b) Maintain an up-to-date, comprehensive Service List and promptly advise the
Court and Defendants’ counsel of changes to Plaintiffs’ Service List;

(©) Receive and distribute to Plaintiffs’ counsel, as appropriate, orders, notices, and

correspondence from the Court, to the extent such documents are not electronically filed; and
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(d) Receive and distribute to Plaintiffs’ counsel, as appropriate, discovery, pleadings
and correspondence and other documents from Defendants’ counsel that are not electronically
filed.

(e) Per discussions at the July 13, 2012 Initial Scheduling Hearing, Norman Siegel of
Stueve Siegel Hanson LLP shall be the point of contact for Plaintiffs. Adam Moore of Shook
Hardy & Bacon LLP shall be the point of contact for Defendants.

3. Plaintiffs’ Co-Lead Counsel: To, together with Plaintiffs’ Liaison Counsel,

perform the duties delineated below, the Court hereby appoints Plaintiffs’ Co-Lead Counsel
consisting of the following counsel:

4. Duties of Plaintiffs’ Co-Lead Counsel: Plaintiffs’ Liaison and Co-Lead

Counsel shall have the following responsibilities:

@ Direct and manage pretrial proceedings on behalf of all Plaintiffs, including the
briefing and argument of motions and the conduct of all types of discovery proceedings;

(b) Delegate work responsibilities to members of the Executive Committee, among
others, and monitor the activities of all Plaintiffs’ counsel to assure that Plaintiffs’ pretrial
preparation is conducted effectively, efficiently, and economically, that schedules are met, and
that unnecessary expenditures of time and expense are avoided;

(©) Consult with and employ consultants or experts, as necessary;
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(d) Fund the necessary and appropriate costs of discovery and other common benefit
efforts;

(e) Coordinate settlement discussions or other dispute resolution efforts on behalf of
Plaintiffs, under the supervision of the Court;

() Enter into stipulations with opposing counsel as necessary for the conduct of the
litigation;

(9) Prepare and distribute to the parties periodic status reports;

(h) Maintain adequate time and disbursement records covering services as designated
counsel; and

0] Perform such other duties as may be incidental to proper coordination of
Plaintiffs” pretrial activities or as authorized by further order of the Court.

5. Plaintiffs’ Executive Committee: To assist in carrying out the duties set forth

above and otherwise advance the interests of Plaintiffs in an orderly and efficient manner, the
Court hereby appoints an Executive Committee consisting of Plaintiffs’ Liaison Counsel and

Co-Lead Counsel, as well as the following counsel:
